Moderator  
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Since my last report filed in September 
2011, I have celebrated the 12 year 
anniversary of my ordination, and on 
February 7, 2012, I completed my fifth 
year as your Senior Pastor. Looking back 
over the past 5 years, we have received 
60 persons into membership. We have 
baptized 22 persons. We celebrated one 
ordination into Christian ministry.  
 
Upon five years of service as your pastor, 
I am to take a three month sabbatical. 
So, at the September board meeting, I 
received the approval for sabbatical to 
begin September 1 and ending the last 
week in November, returning to the 
pulpit for the first Sunday in Advent, 
December 2. 
 
I applied for a sabbatical grant through 
the Louisville Institute. Over 400 pastors 
applied. 40 Grants were awarded, but I 
was not among them. It was also decided 
that Rev. Dr. Paul Biery will be the 
consistent voice in the pulpit and 
provide pastoral care in my absence. 
 

This past year, I have led our elders in 
two retreats. The first one in September 
focused on the role of elders in the 
Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) 
and how we can grow in the role of 
spiritual leaders here at Disciples. 
 
 

The second retreat was on a Saturday in 
March and was focused on prayer. 
The elders met also in May at a potluck 
dinner when I shared with them some 
details of my plans for sabbatical and re-
introduced Paul Biery as their interim 
pastor during that time period.  
 
All Saints Sunday is always a special day 
in the life of our congregation when we 
give honor and glory to God for the gift 
of the saints of our church and extended 
families ɀ remembering those who died 
this year. This year the morning was 
especially meaningful when we had an 
adult baptism in our 9:00 Connections 
worship service, an honoring of our 
Green Stone building members during 
Prime Time, and the carrying forward of 
white roses in memory of our loved ones 
during traditional worship.  
 
During Lent, I led a small group study on 
the Rob Bell book, Love Wins. I led 
0ÁÓÔÏÒȭÓ #ÌÁÓÓ ÄÕÒÉÎÇ Lent as I have each 
year. This year we invited our previous 
baptized Young Disciples to join us for 
the first session. That session happened 
to fall on the Monday when the Chardon 
High School shootings happened, and it 
was providential that we had already 
planned to be together on such a 
stressful day for any local area school 
student.

It was good to be together in safe place

children. This was our second year of 
having a special 10:15 baptism service on 
Palm Sunday, in-between our regular 
two worship services. During Lent, I 
continued my annual discipline of 
praying for every member of the 
congregation. 
 
I have met with the Disciples Invest in 
the Future Team over the course of the 
year, as we work to determine the course 
of our financial future, to deepen our 
commitment to giving, and seeking to be 
good stewards of our endowment funds. 
Along with arranging for th e Christian 
#ÈÕÒÃÈ &ÏÕÎÄÁÔÉÏÎȭÓ Darwin Collins to 
be here to meet with us, I attended a 
Stewardship Preaching Conference in 
Indianapolis in June. Because of my

practice of giving, I will make this a 
focus of study and reflection during 
sabbatical. 
 
2011-2012 was a year for changes in 
staffing that you will read about in the 
Personnel Report. With Kaylyn 
Eshesimua and Adam Kukuk now fully 
on board as part of us, we are actively 
engaged as a team working together with 
our congregation to help grow the 
ministries of this church.  

We meet weekly as a staff team. During 
the summer, I also met weekly with each 
staff person individually to develop goals

prepare for them doing the work thi s fall 
in my absence. Disciples Christian 
Church is extraordinarily blessed with 
this staff team and their dedication to 
the work God has called them to do and 
their cooperative and creative spirit with 
each other. 
 
I have been active in the denomination 
this year through my work in the 
Christian Church in Ohio. I led  
a one-hour webinar about the qualities 
of Transformation Pastors in October, 
and continued my role as the Chair of 
the Ohio Transformation Team. 
Disciples Christian Church hosted a 
Transformation Event in November that 
drew 125 persons from Northeast Ohio. 
Over 40 Disciples Christian Church 
members participated in making the

I have increased my participation in and 

the study of the communities that 

surround Disciples Christian.

I have met 

twice with a consortium of mayors and 

other local officials from Cuyahoga and 

surrounding counties who are investing 

themselves in a community organizing 

effort, Building One America. I attended 

a roundtable discussion that featured 

David Agnew, Director of 

Intergovernmental Affairs for the White 

House and expect to continue this 

partici pation and area of study during 

sabbatical. Our aging inner-ring suburbs 

have many issues, and it is my thesis that 

those issues are shared by the churches 

in those neighborhoods. 

It is my privilege to serve as your senior 
pastor. It is hard to believe that 5 ½ 
years have passed since I ÁÃÃÅÐÔÅÄ 'ÏÄȭÓ 
call to move to Cleveland to be here with 
you. I am filled with anticipation for the 
year ahead, while also not knowing what 
being away for three months will be like.

In October, 2011 a new committee was 
formed to take a comprehensive look at 
Disciples Christian Church finances. 
Two members of the Endowment 
Trustee Committee, Bill Edwards and 
Marsha Werman were joined by Lauren 
Wicks and David Eggert. Randy Wicks, 
Don Ehrlich, and Kris Eggert also served 
by virtue of their positions as treasurer, 
moderator, and pastor. 
 
The Committee adopted the name 
Ȱ$ÉÓÃÉÐÌÅÓ )ÎÖÅÓÔ ÉÎ ÔÈÅ &ÕÔÕÒÅȱ ÁÎÄ 
began to identify its tasks. Over the 
course of the next 10 months it worked 
on three basic goals:

changing the fiscal year to a July 1 to 
June 30 calendar. 
 
The DIF Committee took leadership for 
the 2012 Stewardship Campaign and 
while the total amount pledged was less 
than 2011, we were gratified to receive 13 
new pledges (more than in 2011), and 
among those who had previously 
pledged 29 increased their pledges by an 
average of 10.5%. 

Disciples Invest in the 

Future  
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The Ministry Fund was designed 
for more flexible use in accordance with 
the way the Endowment has been used 
for many years to balance the budget. 
The Legacy Funds Policy provides that 
donors may choose to give to either fund 
or both, and the Policy also defines the 
procedures by which the Official Church 
Board may use the funds and may 
amend the Policy. 
 
The Legacy Funds Policy was adopted by 
the Official Church Board on March 12, 
2012. The Board also approved a division 
of the Endowment so that $250,000 goes 
to the Permanent Fund, and the 
remainder goes to the Ministry Fund. 
The DIF Committee believes that the 
Legacy Funds Policy clarifies how 
bequests and other donations will be 
used in the future, and this clarity will 
encourage our members to remember 
their  church in their estate planning. 
The Policy will offer donors a choice of 
the type of fundɀ Permanent or Ministry 
ɀ that they prefer to support. 

 
Now the Committee is working on a plan 
to recognize the generosity of past 
donors to the Endowment Fund as well 
as those who pledge to donate to the 
Legacy Funds in the future. 

The most demanding project of the DIF 
Committee was the re-examination of 
the DCC Endowment Fund. The 
Committee found that our accurate 
records of contributions extend back 
only to 1997. Our hope was that those 
who had helped to build the fund over 
the decades could all be named and 
recognized for their generosity and 
foresight, and we still hope to collect the 
names of donors prior to 1997. We will 
enlist the help of all those in the church 
who have records of memories of past 
gifts.  
 
The Committee also discovered that 
DCC did not have a written policy of 
how gifts to the Endowment were to be 
collected and used. We decided that 
such a policy was essential, and we 
began the process of drafting one with 
guidance from the Christian Church 
(DOC) Foundation. 
 
In January, 2012 we began a series of 
presentations of our draft policy to DCC 
members. The policy gave the 
Endowment a new name, Ȱ,ÅÇÁÃÙ 
&ÕÎÄÓȟȱ ÁÎÄ Á ÓÅÔ ÏÆ ÐÒÏÃÅÄÕÒÅÓ for 
collecting and utilizing the funds.  
 
The Endowment was divided into two 
distinct  funds, a Permanent Fund and a 
Ministry Fund. As i ts name suggests, the 
Permanent Fund was designed to protect 
its principal (donations). 
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"Deacon School" was arranged by Amy 
Campbell for new and returning members 
of the committee. It  
was held on August 2, 2011 and involved 
introductions, training, scheduling, and a 
picnic style meal. It is with our hope that 
this will star t the 2012-2013 year off on 
solid ground.

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The 2012 budget showed a slight decline 
in pledge income and a $9,000 decrease 
in fund  income, due to the drop in the 
endowment fund. On the expense side, 
personnel costs were forecasted to 
increase by an additional $5,000 due 
primarily for the costs of an interim 
minister that will be needed to cover

As of July 31, 2012, expenses exceeded 
income by $15,090 due to the following:

The 2011 income statement for Disciples 
Christian Church had total pledge 
income that was 2% higher than budget 
($203K vs $199K) and non-pledge income 
that nearly doubled the budgeted 
forecast ($28.8K vs $14,5K).  
 
That combined extra income, coupled 
with a 4% decline in expenses (actual of 
$425K vs budget of $443K) allowed us to 
limit the withdrawal out of endowment 
to only $102,000 in order to cover 
expenses for the year. The budgeted 
amount of our 2011 endowment subsidy 
was $137,471 so the $102,000 amount was 
well below budget. 
 
The 2011 balance sheet showed a 12.5% 
decline in the endowment fund, 
dropping from  $1.374 million at 12/31/10 
to $1.201 million at 12/31/11. The $173,000 
decline was almost equal to the amount 
that was withdrawn for the 2011 year 
(fund income of $76K and one-time 
endowment subsidy of $102K).  
 
The line of credit loan increased from 
$10,000 at 12/31/10 to $50,000 at 12/31/11. 
Boiler work and outside painting were 
the two major expenditures that drove 
the increased borrowings.
